· Did you know that there are two listservs available for ARMA members and Records professionals?  What is a listserv you ask?  Well it is a way in which to disseminate information to a large group of people.  Those who join will receive all posts from other members and have the ability to respond or make your own post.  “Membership” in a listserv is voluntary and cancellation requests can be made at any time.  If you are interested in joining one, below are instructions to join two listservs of value to RM Professionals.  These are informal sites where RM topics are discussed and sometimes debated.  Have an RM question that for some reason Bob Dalton can’t answer, log onto a listserv and post your question there.  Then just sit back and read the responses from fellow RM professionals!
To join the listserv dedicated to Electronic Records:

1. Begin an e-mail to LISTSERV@LISTSERV.ALBANY.EDU 
2. 
Do not type anything into the subject line
3. In the text area, type: sub ERECS-L [Your Name] 

4. Example: sub ERECS-L [John Smith] would subscribe someone named John Smith.
5. Send the e-mail. Within minutes, you will receive an e-mail from the listserv containing directions on how to proceed


To join the listserv dedicated to Records and Information Management: 

1. Begin an e-mail to LISTSERV@LISTS.UFL.EDU 
2. In the subject area type: Subscribe 
3. In the text area type: sub RECMGMT-L Your Name
4. Example: sub RECMGMT-L John Smith would subscribe someone named John Smith.

5. Send the message. Within minutes, you will receive an e-mail from the listserv containing directions on how to proceed

In the event of a failure at your local area you will be able to retrieve your data from your offsite “e-vault” and be back in business.
